Dr. Crow reported the following:

Governor’s Budget — The Governor's budget proposal will be out
later in the week. The state’s financial situation is very serious.
Revenues are far short of what was expected, creating a gap in
the budget that will no doubt result in some mid-year cuts. The
campuses are being informed to expect the worst and, more than
ever before, financial prudence and restraint is in order. Due to
the Board's wise oversight of District funds, we will be able to
continue to operate and avoid layoffs. Budget tightening is
needed in all areas, and it is especially true for the categorical
programs. The Board will continue to be informed as more
information is received on the budget cuts.

Disaster Preparedness Training — Before the winter break,
approximately 200 members of SCCCD management and
administrative personnel completed four hours of the state-
mandated disaster preparedness training and certification. The
training provided an overview of the emergency management
systems, including response protocol and the incident command
system. More in-depth training will be held in the near future
with members of the command management team, which
includes CEOs, P10s and safety personnel.

March Bus Tour — Due to the overwhelming response from last
year’s career and technical education bus tour, another tour has
been scheduled for March 27, 2008. The bus tour gives business,
industry, community and educational leaders the opportunity to
get an up-close, interactive look at the wide range of career and
technical education programs throughout SCCCD. Comments
are still being received from individuals who participated in the
March 2007 tour. Because of the anticipation for another tour,
SCCCD has scheduled two buses for the half-day whirlwind
event. Board members are invited to join the group on March 27.

Dr. Doffoney reported the following from Fresno City College:

e Extreme Registration activities of January 3-5 provided
services for nearly 2,000 students.

e Rams women's basketball team is 20-2, and ranked #1 in
Northern California and #2 in the state. Conference play starts
January 16 against Taft College.

e Rams men's basketball team is 18-5 and is ranked #4 in
Northern California and #8 in the state. Conference play starts
January 9 against Columbia College.

e The first home baseball game is January 25 against Marin.

e Recently, Fresno City College employees Jewell Riversmith,
Amy Vincent, and Gurdeep Sihota have been featured in
news articles in The Fresno Bee. A project with Virginia Tech
involving the College Activities staff was also highlighted.

e Student art work will be showcased at the Art Space Gallery
during the Annual Student Exhibition January 22 to February
22 with a reception and awards ceremony on January 24.

Dr. Hioco reported the following from Reedley College:

e The 2008 National Institute of Staff and Organization
Development Excellence Award winners are Ruben Delgado
(reading), John Heathcote (engineering), David Nippoldt
(ESL) and Tom West (administration).

e Reedley College is one of seven colleges selected to
participate in the Transfer Leadership Center project, a
statewide study of community colleges with higher-than-

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expected transfer rates. The college will be visited by
researchers this spring who will conduct interviews about
transfer strategies and practices over the last six years.
Instructor Eric Nasalroad's Marketing 10 class presented a
marketing plan designed for Streetlight of Reedley to the non-
profit organization's board of directors.

New Student Orientation, conducted in English and Spanish,
was held on January 3 for new students and their families.

Kershaw reported the following from the North Centers:

The Annual International Holiday Festival was held at
Willow International Center, December 13. Performing were
Fresno State Trombone Choir, Roosevelt School of Fresno
Performing Arts singers, Grand Opera solo guest artists, and
W1 students with readings in French, German, and Spanish.
Ready-Set-Go Program students completed the 18-week
training program in computer skills held at the Madera
Workforce Investment Board.

Madera Center College Advantage Program (MCCAP) spring
orientations were held at the Madera Center, January 2.

The Spring 2008 Duty Day for North Centers' faculty and
staff was held on January 3. A new adjunct faculty orientation
was held at Willow International Center.

Extreme Registration took place at Madera and Willow
International Centers on January 3 and 4.

On January 30, Lynette Woodard (former Olympic basketball
team member and CEO of her own company) will be a guest
speaker for Black History Month. This is a shared event with
Fresno City College and Reedley College.

Mr. Rick Santos, Fresno City College Academic Senate
President, reported the following:

A new committee has been formed to review the cheating
policy and procedures. Reedley College has been asked to
join the ad hoc committees for a districtwide review.

On January 7, the Basic Skills Committee will present a
workshop entitled, "Retaining Our Students: You Got 'Em;
Now, How Are You Going to Keep 'Em?" This is a first in a
once-a-month series. The February 21 topic will be on-going
assessment. Reading, writing and math across the curriculum
is scheduled for March 15. A mini conference is being
planned for April 25 and 26.

The FCC Academic Senate will meet on January 9. Dr. Azari
will be addressing the District's Strategic Plan, and Chief
Joseph Callahan will discuss safety.

Mr. Santos reported that Spring 2008 will be his last semester
as FCC Academic Senate President.

Southeast Site Update
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Ms. Renee Dauer, Reedley College Classified Senate President,

reported the following:

e A technology training on introduction to digital photography
is scheduled for January 24.

e The Classified Professionals Mega Conference, "Pride of
SCCCD," is set for March 18 at Pardini's.

e The February brown bag lunch session is being planned.

e The Classified Senate will meet on January 17.

Dr. Michele Cantwell-Copher, Executive Director of the State
Center Community College Foundation, provided a slide
presentation and a progress report on the Old Administration
Building "A Legacy Renewed" Capital Campaign. The report
included the financial status, campaign review, measurements of
progress, lessons learned, next steps, and future plans. In sixteen
months $2,333,079 has been pledged. Construction began in
November 2007.

The Board of Trustees received a progress report on the SCCCD
Southeast Center. The Board and constituencies were provided
copies of the slide presentation.

Mr. Brinkley provided a project history and the actions taken by
the Board since November 2002 when Measure E was approved
by the electorate. Dr. Doffoney spoke about programming
activities and meetings with the impacted programs, as well as
academic staff and constituencies groups at Fresno City College.
Mr. Fred Sweeney, principal architect with PSMS Architects,
gave a review and update on the Site Master Plan, Phase 1 Site
Plan, and offsite improvements. Ms. Thea Van Loggerenberg,
PSMS architect, provided the schedule and budget overview.
Recognizing the Board's interest in a sustainable campus she
discussed how the campus is designed and planned for the future.

Ms. Smith asked about items from the report including water
irrigation, building systems, and alternative transportation.

Ms. Van Loggerenberg explained the landscaping, irrigation
systems and the efficiency controls. She indicated that the
building systems are to be discussed, but added that a sensor
water faucet is an example of a building system. Regarding
alternative transportation, she explained a twofold approach.
They are working with the City of Fresno to establish bus service
to and from the campus and they are also developing plans for
energy efficient transportation on campus.



Southeast Site Update

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Mr. Feaver asked about location of the main entrance to the
campus and his concerns about the need for traffic signals with
consideration for traffic flow and the housing developments in
the area.

Mr. Sweeney said in the initial phase there would be an entrance
from North Avenue and a secondary entrance from Minnewawa.
He also mentioned some of the ongoing discussion with the City
of Fresno regarding roadway improvements and ultimately
having entries from Clovis and North Avenues as the main
entries. The detailed traffic study for the full development of this
site still needs to be done and will be part of the EIR process, and
part of that has to dovetail with what the City of Fresno has to say
about how the whole southeast sector is going to be developed.

Mr. Patterson stated that he is interested in the knowing what the
plan is for the full southeast campus when it is complete. He has
concerns that the programs that were initially meant to be
relocated to the Southeast Site would not be able to reach their
full potential and capacity because of other curriculum being
planned for this campus. He specifically mentioned the Career
Technology Center, Policy Academy and Fire Academy, but also
expressed concerns about other potential vocational and
technology programs he thought had been intended for the
southeast site. He wants to be sure that the Board members will
be presented a total plan and will have discussed and agreed upon
the full program plan for the Southeast Site.

President Barreras announced that the Southeast Site would be an
item for the Board Retreat.

Mr. Thonesen addressed questions to Mr. Sweeney in regard to
the Phase 1 plan development.

Mr. Sweeney explained the meetings and discussions that have
taken place with the CTC, police and fire groups. They have
talked about the dollars available from the State for this phase,
and are constantly considering what they are doing now with
anticipation of the next available funding. They are working on
an academic educational program document with Dr. Doffoney
and the larger committee. At some point that document would be
brought to the Board for review. It will cover all those academic
and vocational program areas that the committee has been telling
us they would like to ultimately have as the campus moves to
completion.

Ms. Smith confirmed with Mr. Sweeney that the Board would be
presented with a document for their review and input.
